Archibald Frederic ‘Freddy’ Hood was Principal of Pusey House from 1934
-1951. He was something of a phenomenon in the mid-20th century Church
of England, being incredibly well connected with the great and the good,
the literati and the gentry, and having a strong but likeable character. He
was the original inspiration behind Barbara Pym’s novel A Glass of Bless-
ings, and was a formative influence on characters as diverse as John Betje-
man and Trevor Huddleston, yet no major biography of his life has ever
been written. To get a glimpse of the man himself, one of the best sources
of information is the commonplace books he created throughout his adult
life which, it will not be a surprise to hear, are preserved in the archive at
Pusey House.

These large scrapbooks contain many newscuttings, offprints and ephem-
era relating to Pusey House during his years here which help to fill in gaps
and humanise the history of the House. However, the books also contain
family wedding invitations, unidentifiable holiday snaps, and gossipy tab-
loid clippings on Church scandals.

One clergy caper carefully preserved involves a priest brought before the
courts in 1929 for driving through Cardiff at double the speed limit at a
shocking 40 miles per hour. The man’s reckless driving could have resulted
in spending a month at His Majesty’s Pleasure, but happily the young
Rev’d A'F. Hood was ultimately released on paying a fine of £5.
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
